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Gun Violence Prevention grant
funding now available to help
reduce violence in Colorado

The Office of Gun Violence Prevention within the
Colorado Department of Public Health and Environment is
now accepting applications for grants that will fund projects
to prevent gun violence across Colorado.

The grant program is designed to fund projects that
conduct community-based gun violence prevention initia-
tives that are evidence-informed and demonstrate promise
at reducing violence. The office encourages applications
from organizations that serve priority communities most
impacted by firearm-related suicide and community violence
in Colorado. Funds may also be used for education, training,
and community programs on topics such as responsible gun
ownership practices, safe storage, existing laws, mental
health, and substance use resources.

“We want to make sure that Colorado communities are
equipped to address gun violence through education, train-
ing and community-based initiatives,” said Ned Calonge, the
Colorado Department of Public Health and Environment’s
CDPHE'’s chief medical officer. “That’s why the Office of Gun
Violence Prevention has chosen to implement a grant pro-
gram that is responsive to firearm-related suicide as well as
interpersonal violence and community violence in our state.”

The maximum grant allocation is $100,000 per orga-
nization, and the Office of Gun Violence Prevention plans
to award approximately $500,000 in total funding. Grant
awards are expected to be announced later this spring.

Applications are open to Colorado-based community and
grassroots nonprofit organizations, nonprofit educational
institutions, nonprofit health care organizations or systems,
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and nonprofit organizations providing services on a reserva-
tion or Tribal land with a letter of support from the applicable
Tribe.

Applications should be completed by 5 p.m. MST on May
17, 2024. Visit the Office of Gun Violence Prevention’s grants
webpage to learn more and apply.

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Africa

Popular Ghana gospel musician
passes - Kofi Owusu Dua Anto, known as
Koda, has passed away at the age of 46. Koda
was a popular Ghanaian gospel musician
and was known for his uplifting songwriting.
Reports suggest he passed after suffering
from kidney disease. His most popular songs
include Nsem Pii and Adooso.

Dozens kidnapped from Mali - At
least 100 people were kidnapped by sus-
pected jihadists in Mali last week. Those who
were kidnapped were reportedly traveling
on buses when the attackers forced them to
drive in the direction of a forest. There has
been no sign of the hostages as of Monday.
Jihadists began attacking northern Mali 10
years ago and have also targeted other coun-
tries like Niger.

Asia

Mass flooding in China forces thou-
sands to evacuate - More than 100,000
people were forced to flee their homes in
China because of mass flooding. State media
reported that four people have died so far,
and at least 10 others are missing. The
flooding occurred in Guangdong, China’s
most populous province. Other buildings
like banks have been damaged, and about
1.16 million households lost power over the
weekend.

Race car kills seven at motor event
in Sri Lanka - Four race officials and spec-
tators were killed at a motor event in Sri
Lanka when a race car crashed into the audi-
ence. Police said the accident occurred when
the car jumped out of the running lane, and
two drivers were arrested. The motor event
is operated by the Sri Lankan Automobile
Sports Association, and among the victims
included an eight-year-old girl.

Europe

Polish man arrested over possi-
ble assassination attempt - Officials in
Poland arrested a man who was allegedly col-
lecting information about an airport used by
Ukraine President Volodymyr Zelensky. The
man, Pawel K, was charged with planning
to co-operate with Russia to help with a pos-
sible assassination of Zelensky. The suspect
is facing up to eight years in prison if found
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guilty, and an investigation is underway.

Far-right German politician accused
of using Nazi slogan - Bjorn Hocke, a
leader of the Alternative for Germany party
in Thuringia, is going to trial after being
accused of using the Nazi slogan, “Everything
for Germany!” at a 2021 rally. The slogan was
used by the SA stormtroopers who helped the
Nazis rise to power. Hocke faces up to three
years imprisonment, and prosecutors allege
he knew the phrase was banned for its asso-
ciation to the Nazi Sturmabteilung.

Latin America

Ecuador votes for tighter security
Ecuador residents voted in favor of allow-
ing military members to patrol streets in an
effort to combat gang violence. The country
has the highest recorded murder rate in
Latin America. Voters also voted for longer
prison terms and extraditing violent crimi-
nals. Last year, the country recorded nearly
8,000 violent deaths.

Large bank sells Argentina business
HSBC Argentina, a bank with more than 100
branches and 3,100 employees, will be sold
to Grupo Financiero Galicia. Argentina has
the highest inflation rate in the world, and
HSBC has been in Argentina since 1997. The
bank has dealt with the country’s unstable
exchange rate for years, and last month,
annual inflation in Argentina hit 276.2 per-
cent.

North America

Yale students protest war in Gaza
Several protesters at Yale University were
arrested during demonstrations against the
war in Gaza. At Columbia University, more
than 100 people were arrested during similar
protests last week. Yale University students
have been calling for the university to halt
investments in weapon manufacturers. Many
universities have said there has been a rise
in antisemitic and Islamophobic incidents.

House approves Ukraine aid - The
United States House of Representatives
approved billions of dollars in military aid for
Ukraine. The country will receive around $61
billion to help combat Russia’s invasion. The
aid will be used for air defense systems, mid
to long-range missiles, artillery shells, and
more. It is unknown when the aid will arrive.

Acusaron al
hombre, Pawel K, de planificar una coopera-
tiva con Rusia para el posible asesinato de
Zelensky.

Los votantes
también votaron a favor de encarcelamien-
tos mas largos y la extradicion de criminales
violentos.

Argentina, un banco com méas de 100 sucur-
sales y 3 mil 100 empleados se venderd a
Grupo Financiero Galicia. Argentina tiene
la tasa de inflacién mds alta del mundo y
HSBC tiene una presencia en Argentina
desde el 1997. El banco lleva afios lidiando
con una tasa de cambio inestable y el mes
pasado la inflacién anual en Argentina llegé
a 276.2 por ciento.

Norteamérica

Estudiantes de Yale protestan la
guerra en Gaza - Varios manifestantes
en la Universidad de Yale fueron arrestados
durante una demostracion contra la guerra
en Gaza. Se arrestaron a mas de 100 perso-
nas en la Universidad de Columbia durante
una manifestacién parecida la semana
pasada. Los estudiantes de Yale han pedido
que la universidad deje de invertir dinero
en los fabricantes de armas.

The highlights of Trump as a businessman include 6
Chapter 11 bankruptcies which wiped out much of his debt
while most often leaving his creditors holding the bag. For
example, a little over a year after he opened the Taj Mahal in
Atlantic City in April 1990, he filed for bankruptcy and, a year
after that in 1992, his two other casinos declared bankruptcy.

In 2004 the Trump Hotels and Casino Resorts filed for
bankruptcy again, and in 2009 Trump Entertainment Resorts
also declared bankruptcy. Altogether, his 6 bankruptcies cost
investors 4.7 billion dollars while, at the same time, creating
a fortune for Trump valued closed to what his fellow inves-
tors lost.

When Trump decided to enter the race for President in
2015, he chose to portray himself as a self-made billionaire
that would be his own person and would finance his cam-
paign rather than rely on donors. That quickly changed as
money became available by the tens of millions not only to
run his campaign but also to fill the coffers of his vast hos-
pitality and entertainment empire that charged for the use
of his facilities not only to his campaign but also to other
followers seeking his favor.

He lost the popular vote in the 2016 election. However,
with the help of disinformation attacks by allies including
the Russian security services, he squeezed out an electoral
college victory over Hilary Clinton who would have been the
first woman elected President.

Once elected, President Trump refused to divest of his
primary business that went on to make a fortune during his
tenure in office. In analyzing property records, ethic disclo-
sures, debt documents and security filings, Forbes Magazine

headlined that “Trump Businesses Hauled in $2.4 Billion
During Four Years He Served as President.”

President Trump lost his reelection bid in 2020 but man-
age to make a large portion of Republicans go along with the
idea that he had won and that the election had been stolen.
In the process, he gained absolute control of the Party and
its fundraising mechanism exclusively for the benefit of of
the 2024 presidential campaign.

Furthermore, his campaign has asked that fundrais-
ers for state and local candidates using his “name, image
or likeness” send at least 5 percent of the proceeds to the
Trump’s Joint Fundraising Committee. Although it has been
generally stated that the former President is running to win
and thus avoid many of the criminal charges and indict-
ments lodged against him, it is also becoming obvious that
he sees politics as a powerful way to make a lot of money.

Donald Trump is a very rich man and has made it very
clear that he sees himself among the wealthiest in America
and the world. In this context, the “winning by losing for-
mula” includes converting his many failures to cash and the
power it offers.

And then there were two. One a man who leads one of
Idaho’s largest school districts, the other a woman and career
educator who now serves in leadership in a Virginia school
system. In a matter of days, one will take on the challenge of
leading Pueblo School District 60. A third finalist for the job took
back his candidacy last week.

Both finalists, Dr. Shon Hocker, current superintendent
of Coeur d’Alene School and Dr. Barbara Kimzy, Chief Schools
Officer for Norfolk, Virginia, schools visited Pueblo last week to
interview and introduce themselves to the city in a public forum
held at Pueblo Central High School.

Either Hocker or Kimzey will succeed -current
Superintendent and Pueblo native Charlotte Macaluso.
Macaluso, who has held the position since 2017, announced
her retirement earlier this year. Her last day is June 30th.

Whoever takes the reins of the 16,000-student school
district, which includes 30 schools, will have big shoes to fill.
Former Chief Judge Dennis Maes, who now serves on the city’s
Board of Education, once called Macaluso “the best superinten-
dent the city has ever had,” and “the poster child for education
and particularly for young people of color.”

The district has 17 elementary schools, four middle schools
and four high schools. Last fall, the district opened five new
schools, each replacing buildings that had fallen into disrepair,
were too costly to renovate or simply aged out.

Construction of five new buildings in a two-year span with
each opening on time and meeting budget is considered an epic
accomplishment across the state of Colorado.

In his introduction, Hocker, who has led the 11,000 student
Coeur d’Alene schools since 2017, stressed the importance of
communications and collaboration in building a strong edu-
cational foundation. “I am a firm believer that student success
should not be driven based upon the neighborhoods or the
addresses in which they reside,” he said. “You need to have a
school system that has all the right supports in every one of your
campuses to do that.”

Norfolk, Virginia, visitaron Pueblo la semana pasada y se pre-
sentaron a la ciudad en un foro publico en la Pueblo Central
High School.

Serd o Hocker o Kimzey que tome el lugar de la superin-
tendente y nativa de Pueblo, Charlotte Macaluso. Esta anunci6
su retiro a principios del afio tras haber obtenido el puesto en el
2017. Su tiltimo dia de trabajo sera el 30 de junio.

Quien tome las riendas del distrito de 16 mil estudiantes
y 30 escuelas, espera un trabajo monumental. Dennis Maes,
previamente el juez presidente que ahora sirve en el concilio
educativo de la ciudad, una vez refiri6 a Macaluso como “la
mejor superintendente que esta ciudad haya visto” y “el ejem-
plo perfecto de la educacion para jévenes de color.”

El distrito cuenta con 17 escuelas primarias, cuatro
escuelas intermedias y cuatro escuelas secundarias (high
school). El otofio pasado el distrito inauguré cinco escuelas
nuevas, cada una reemplazando edificios que no se podian
reparar, renovar o reactivar.

Se considera un logro épico en Colorado que se pudieran
construir cinco edificios en dos afios, cada uno abriendo sus
puertas en el momento indicado y dentro del presupuesto.

En su introduccién, Hocker, quien ha dirigido las escuelas

Hocker, a North Dakota native, has no ties to Colorado
beyond confessing to being a life-long Denver Bronco fan and
having once seriously considering Adams State University for
his undergraduate education. Alamosa’s deep-freeze winters,
he said, dissuaded him from going there to play football. He
instead chose Idaho State University. He has served as a super-
intendent for 17 years and has been involved in education for
29 years.

Kimzey, who has spent her career in education and served
as a school principal and assistant principal, has worked in chal-
lenging school environments over her career.

One of Kimzey'’s early experiences was in a Virginia school
that was failing. It had fallen into a ‘red zone’ of education and
had been denied accreditation following years of failing to meet
state standards. The school’s teacher turnover rate was also
nearing 50 percent when she took over. It was also cited for
having a simmering safety record. It took four years, but Kimzey
said it ultimately reached full state accreditation.

Kimzey was a classroom teacher early in her career. She
taught German and remains a strong advocate for the impor-
tance of multilingualism. But to be a successful superintendent,
Kimzey said it’s not simply important but essential to have a

En su carrera como directora y asistente al director, Kimzey
ha trabajado en ambientes escolares desafiantes durante su
carrera. Una de sus experiencias profesionales dio lugar en una
escuela que fallaba. Se habia caido a la zona roja y le habian
quitado su acreditacién por incumplir con las normas del estado.
La cantidad de maestros sin experiencia profesional estaba
a casi 50 por ciento cuando ella tomé las riendas. Ademas la
escuela carecia de un rating de seguridad positivo. Le tomé
cuatro afos, pero Kimzey logrd obtener la acreditacion estatal.

Kimzey comenzé su carrera como maestra. Ensefiaba
aleman y permanece simpatizante del multilingiiismo. Para
ser una superintendente exitosa, Kimzey dijo que es esencial
contar con una linea abierta de comunicacion desde el cuerpo
administrativo a los maestros al cuerpo estudiantil y a las
familias.

En su foro, Kimzey dijo que un dilogo abierto que involu-
cre a todos los constituyentes del distrito es vital. La maestra de
Virginia dijo que aboga por la consejeria estudiantil. “He visto

strong and open line of communication from administration to
classroom teachers to students and families.

In her meet-and-greet, Kimzey said an open dialogue
involving all district constituents is vital. The Virginia educator
said she is a strong advocate of student advisory councils. “I
have seen it be very powerful as long as the superintendent,
and I would be very clear with principals that are providing
those names that it needs to be a true cross-section of kids...
making sure that is a diverse representation of students,” she
said.

Kimzey’s interest in Pueblo began following a stop in the
city en route to the Great Sand Dunes. Prior to her visit to the
state, she said she had no interest in relocating but decided to
put her name up for consideration when she read the Pueblo
top job posting.

Members of the District School Board contacted by
LaVozColorado demurred on answering any questions about
the selection until it is made sometime later this month.
However, Pueblo native and former chief of staff for former
Senator Ken Salazar Ken Lane cautioned the selection of the
new superintendent be thoroughly considered and focused on
things the district’s current leadership has not.

For too long, Lane said, Pueblo’s school leadership has
fallen short in reaching its potential. In an open letter to the
Board, Lane said, things have to change. “School principals are
treated by the Administration as glorified hall monitors within
their schools, straightjacketed in their duties by an overween-
ing central office.” Lane, who retired as the spokesman for
Denver District Attorney Beth McCann three years ago and
relocated to his hometown, said the District needs to rethink
partnerships with “students, staff, city government and the
business community. “The new superintendent needs to be
what the outgoing superintendent was not, an active cheer-
leader for D60, and a partner and participant in efforts to grow
Pueblo and its economy.”

The new superintendent begins work on July 1st with an
annual salary set between $225,000 and $300,000.

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Nuggets headed to L.A., up two games over the Lakers

The Denver Nuggets played one of their toughest
games against the L.A. Lakers in game two at Ball Arena
on Monday night.

LeBron James, Anthony Davis and D’Angelo Russell
were all in a zone each scoring over 20 points. LeBron had
26 points, 8 rebounds and 12 assists, while Anthony Davis
had his best game against Denver over their ten losses
with 32 points, 2 assists, and 11 rebounds.

The Denver Nuggets on the other hand, struggled in
the first half, getting outscored in the first quarter 28-24
and 31-20 in the second. It wasn’t until the third where
Denver started their 20-point comeback after the Lakers
led by as many as much halfway through the third. Nikola
Jokic, Jamal Murray and Michael Porter Jr. were significant
in Denver’s comeback.

Jokic ended the night with a triple double, 27 points,
20 rebounds and 10 assists, while Michael Porter Jr. ended
the night with 22 points, 9 rebounds and 1 assist. But the
hero of Monday night’s game came from the late play of

Jamal Murray who missed 13 of 16 shots early in the game.

“I told my teammates when I was struggling, ‘I'm gonna
look for y’all,” and every single one of them told me to keep
shooting,” said Murray.

Murray did just that, and in the second half of the
game made up for his dismal first half performance by
being key to Denver’s phenomenal comeback and sinking
the game winning shot.

James, had an opportunity to put the Nuggets away for
good with a uncontested three-point shot, seconds before
Murray’s dagger, unfortunately for L.A., James’ shot came
up short and was quickly rebounded by Jokic who dished
the ball to Murray. Murray glanced up at the clock as he
trotted across half court moving across a screen where
Anthony Davis switched to defending him. With just a few
seconds left, Murray faked as if he were about to pull up
for a three, which gave him just enough distance to hit the
mid-range-jumper for the win. Game three is scheduled for
Thursday, April 25th at 8 p.m. at Crypto.com Arena in L.A.

In other sports the Colorado Avalanche lost 6-7 to the

Winnipeg Jets on Sunday in Canada. The Avs will have one
more game before heading home to Ball arena for games
three and four (results of game two not available at the
time of this writing). Colorado is favored to win game two
and hopeful to bring the series back to Denver knotted up
1-1.

Game three is scheduled for Friday, April 26th at § p.m.
at Ball Arena. Game four is scheduled for Sunday April 28
at 12:30 p.m.

The Denver Broncos have made some offseason moves
at quarterback after it was announced on Monday that they
traded a sixth round pick for the New York Jets backup
quarterback Zach Wilson. Wilson is looking to start fresh
after a murky start to his career in New York. The Broncos
are still expected to draft a quarterback in this Thursday’s
draft, which kicks off at 6 p.m.

Los Denver Nuggets jugaron uno de sus partidos més
dificiles contra los LA Lakers en el segundo partido en el
Ball Arena el lunes por la noche.

LeBron James, Anthony Davis y D’Angelo Russell
estaban todos en una zona, anotando cada uno mas de 20
puntos. LeBron anoté 26 puntos, 8 rebotes y 12 asistencias,
mientras que Anthony Davis tuvo su mejor juego contra
Denver en sus diez derrotas con 32 puntos, 2 asistencias y
11 rebotes.

Los Denver Nuggets, por otro lado, tuvieron problemas
en la primera mitad, saliendo goleados en el primer cuarto
28-24 y 31-20 en el segundo.

Servicios de la Raza, the ‘little engine that could...and does’

since 1972. Over the last several years it has also opened
satellite offices outside Denver, including El Paso County
and Pueblo.

Starting as a seedling designed to serve the under-
served and forgotten and growing into what it has become,
said Gonzales, Servicios has found a niche, one that today
is nearly indispensable for thousands of men, women and
younger clients. In times past, this was a group who had
nowhere to turn.

Today, Servicios’ clients can be anyone from home-
less men and women to young families or seniors and
young people. Many are those who reside among the often
neglected or forgotten, including people recently released
from incarceration.

Gonzales, is the fifth born of a family of Chicano
activists---his parents were Rudolfo ‘Corky’ and Geraldine-
--has been along for the entire ride, watching Servicios
efforts both wax and wane. He remembers times when the
organization was “just months (away) from putting locks on
the doors.”

But through imagination, innovation and a lot of deter-
mination, it has survived and in a fashion that not even
eternal optimists like Gonzales could have envisioned. It has
grown from a niche healthcare stop to first option for many.

Its darkest days, both fiscal and emotional, were bleak,
but not hopeless. “The first step,” in its resurgence and
recovery, he said, “was to put in a lot of very hard work to
rescue the organization.”

The next step was “reconnecting the organization to
the community as a service and advocacy organization.”
Somewhere along the line, Gonzales acknowledges, “we had
lost that.”

But in just the last two years, Servicios has benefitted

from a $2 million-dollar federal grant that will go toward
completing a West Denver community center. In March, it
was also named a recipient of a $2 million-dollar grant from
billionaire Mackenzie Scott. Scott, former wife of billionaire
Jeff Bezos, has announced a plan to donate $640 million to
more than 360 small non-profits across the country.

The mission of Servicios is not new but dramatically
improved, refocused on the needs of serving one client at
a time. A list that continues to grow. “We began with seven
staff,” he said, “and just a handful of programs.” Today
Servicios, Gonzales said, has 110 full time employees who
provide a menu of services that includes mental health
services, employment and financial coaching, health ser-
vices including HIV and STI exams, reentry coaching, victim
counselling and youth leadership mentoring.

Servicios’ healthcare does not include providing pre-
scription drugs. “We’re a community clinic,” he said. When
a person requires medications, Gonzales said, they are
referred. “We do the warm handoff,” sending them to an
authorized facility that can write prescriptions.

A visit to any one of Servicios locations can be eye
opening. On any given day, you might see its parking lots
dotted with the Governor’s or Mayor’s vehicle to ‘vintage’
models whose once shiny exterior is a long ago memory and
whose odometer is dizzy from too many revolutions. Inside,
patients can hue to any shade of a color spectrum. “Our ser-
vices meet a community’s needs,” said Gonzales.

Servicios is one of the many organizations that met the
challenge of the pandemic that shaded the world just a few
years ago and continues to wash, albeit far less ominously,
over certain segments of the population. But beyond honor-
ing its basic mission, Servicios also served as a location for
COVID immunizations benefitting thousands at a time of
greatest need.

Scanning Denver’s horizon, Servicios is unique in

Gonzales es el quinto nacido de una familia de activ-
istas chicanos, sus padres eran Rudolfo ‘Corky’ y Geraldine
Gonzales. Ha estado involucrado desde siempre, presenci-
ando los altibajos de Servicios. El recuerda los momentos
cuando la organizacién estaba “a pocos meses de cerrar las
puertas para siempre.”

Sin embargo con imaginacién, innovacién y mucha
determinacion Servicios ha prevalecido de forma que ni el
eterno optimista de Gonzales podia concebir. Ha evolucio-
nado de una opcion para salud médica a la primera opcion
para muchos.

Los dias oscuros, tanto financiera como emocional-
mente, eran desanimados pero no desesperados. “El primer
paso en el resurgimiento fue poner manos a la obra para
fortalecer la organizacién,” dijo Gonzales.

El siguiente paso fue “volver a conectar la organizacion
con la comunidad como organizacion de servicio y abogacia.”
En algiin momento, Gonzales reconoce que “habiamos per-
dido eso.”

En los ultimos dos afios, Servicios ha beneficiado de
una subvencion federal de $2 millones que se apartara para
la construccién de un centro comunitario en West Denver.
En marzo, Servicios también fue nombrado beneficiario de
una subvencion por el billonario Mackenzie Scott. Scott, la
exesposa del billonario Jeff Bezos, anuncié un plan para
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donar $640 millones a més de 360 pequeiias organizaciones
sin fines de lucro por el pais.

La misién de Servicios no es nueva, pero se ha mejo-
rado draméticamente concentrando en un cliente a la vez.
Y la lista de clientela sigue creciendo. “Comenzamos con
siete empleados y un manojo de programas,” dijo Gonzales.
Hoy Servicios cuenta con 110 empleados de tiempo completo
que proporcionan una carta de servicios que incluyen salud
mental, oportunidades de trabajo, entrenamiento financiero,
servicios médicos como exdmenes para VIH e ITS, entre-
namiento para el reingreso social, consejeria para victimas
y consejeria de liderazgo para jovenes.

La salud médica de Servicios no incluye el aporte
de farmacéuticos. “Somos una clinica comunitaria,” dijo.
Cuando una persono requiere medicamentos, mandan una
referencia, agrega Gonzales. “Los mandamos a una clinica
con la autoridad de dar prescripciones.”

Puede asombrar una visita a una de las localidades de
Servicios. En cualquier dia se puede notar en el estaciona-
miento tanto vehiculos gubernamentales como aquellos que
han dado mas revoluciones que el duefio propio. Adentro
el color de los pacientes cubre todo el espectro. “Nuestros
servicios atienden las necesidades de la comunidad,” dijo
Gonzales.

Servicios es una de muchas organizaciones que
enfrentd la pandemia con éxito. La sombra de la pandemia
se ha aligerado pero atin afecta segmentos de la poblacion.
Mas alla de honrar la misién basica, Servicios también
servia como sede para repartir vacunas contra Covid, acto
que beneficiaba a miles en un momento de necesidad.

Con su carta de servicios, la organizacion se aparta

many of its offerings by providing options neither available
nor even considered by other similar organizations. With a
clientele as diverse as any in the state, Servicios meets its
mission.

For example, Servicios holds a monthly sweat lodge,
Gonzales said. A sweat lodge is a traditional Native American
ritual for purification, spiritual renewal and connection to
Mother Earth.

Servicios also provides the services of a curandera, a
traditional native healer most often found in countries like
Mezxico and other Latin American nations who specialize in
non-traditional medicines.

Being “culturally responsible,” Gonzales states, “allows
us to be much more inclusive.” He calls Servicios “the larg-
est one-stop place like this in the entire state...we can’t do
it all, but we can do it all if we have the resources. That’s
the key.”

Even Gonzales admits that the original idea of Servicios,
which sprang from an often-misunderstood Crusade for
Justice, one of the nation’s first social justice centers advo-
cating for Latinos in the tumultuous 1970’s and shepherded
by his late father, Corky, amazes him.

“It was the birth child of the Chicano movement,” he
said. “What the Crusade taught was self-determination...
forging our own destiny. Teaching we could sit behind the
desk, not just cleaning it.”

By his count, Gonzales said Servicios will serve an
estimated 100,000 men, women and families in various
locations this year, most along the Front Range from Denver
to Pueblo. It will do so thoughtfully, he said, making sure to
chart its path carefully and responsibly. “We’re very care-
ful,” Gonzales emphasizes. “We have a five-year business
plan to make sure we're not spreading ourselves too thin.”
Servicios will grow, he said, but only “by being deliberate
and strategic.”

de otras parecidas en Denver ya que depara servicios que
éstas ni consideran. Con una clientela sumamente diversa,
Servicios cumple con su misién. Mensualmente Servicios
expone una cabafia de sudar, una sauna ceremonial en los
Pueblos nativos que purifica y ofrece una renovacion espiri-
tual con la Madre Tierra.

También cuentan con los servicios de curandero, un
sanador tradicional en las culturas mexicanas y de América
latina que utiliza elementos naturales para curar.

“Ser responsable por la cultura nos permite ser inclusi-
vos,” dijo Gonzales. Agrega que Servicios es “la organizacion
mas grande del estado de esta indole...no lo podemos hacer
todo, pero lo podemos hacer todo si tenemos los recursos.
Eso es la clave.”

La idea original para Servicios salié de las Cruzadas
para la Justicia, uno de los primeros centros para la justicia
social que representaba a los latinos en el periodo tumul-
tuoso de los afios 70. El padre de Gonzales pastoreaba la idea.

“Era el concepto del movimiento chicano,” dijo. “Lo que
ensefiaban las Cruzadas fue la autodeterminacién...forjar
nuestro propio destino. Indicaba que nos podiamos sentar
detras del escritorio en lugar de sélo limpiarlo.”

Por su cuenta, Gonzales dice que Servicios prestara
servicio a 100 mil hombres, mujeres y familias en sus varias
localidades este afio, la mayor parte por la cordillera rocosa
desde Denver hasta Pueblo. Y lo hardn pensativamente,
navegando con cautela y responsabilidad. “Somos cuidado-
so0s,” enfatiza Gonzales. “Tenemos un plan financiero para
cinco afios para asegurar que no hagamos demasiado.”
Servicios seguira creciendo, dijo, pero solo por medio de

“estrategia y deliberacion.”
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
