All  through the 2024
Presidential Campaign, candidate
Trump repeatedly said of Project
2025, the blueprint that would
define a second administration,
that it was a mystery to him.
When asked, his replies would
range from “no idea,” to “I have
nothing to do with them (the
authors).”

But last Friday, the Fourth
of July, President Trump signed
into law, legislation that mirrored
the document he once said was
unknown to him. It was, as he
nicknamed it, his ‘Big, Beautiful
Bill.’

Project 2025 and the newly
enacted big, beautiful bill if not
doppelgangers are very close to
kissing cousins. In the new law,
there are Medicaid restrictions
and work requirements, steroid
injected immigration regulations,
terminated green energy policies,

I am privileged to be earning a college degree, in phys-

ics, an industry not many Latinos go into. In 2022, 10,000
undergraduate physics degrees were given and 5 percent
of those were Latinx in the United States. That’s 500. I
am most excited, and grateful to be up here and have the
honor to be able to stand up here and talk to this year’s
Latinx class of 2025. Huge shouts out to the Bells all the
way to Westwood. Growing up, it was places like these that
grounded my feet while my head was in the clouds. I am the
culmination of years of experiences learning on the street
as well as in the classroom.

It is hard to be happy and celebrate. When for the past

several months, I have had to be on guard. To date, accord-

ing to Colorado Immigrants’ Rights Coalition, over 40,000
of our undocumented brothers and sisters have been either
detained or deported by ICE. There have been people we
love who have had their visas revoked, removed from homes
and sent to detention facilities in other countries. Some
of our families were escaping persecution in our home
countries only to be persecuted in the place we deemed a
sanctuary, a clean slate. Although I received my citizenship

in early December (thankfully), that still doesn’t remove the
anxiety for the well-being of my family members who are
trying every day to better themselves.

MSU, is likely the only institution in Colorado to have
ceremonies for marginalized communities like this one we
have here. In addition to this, we have to come into spaces
in higher education that were not made for us, but we
continue to do what countless generations before us have
done; prevail. We have to be more determined, sharper, then
ever before, likely, it will come with 10X more pressure, 10x
more stress, anxiety and determination. We must work 10x
as hard to receive the same accolade than someone who
thinks it is rightfully theirs.

You do not have to look hard towards those in power to
acknowledge that they are trying their very best to remove
our roots. [ say to you, stand tall and stand strong, be loud
and be just. They will cut, burn, blow, tear us apart; but we
are no strangers to adversity, since the start of this country,
they have tried everything in their power to remove us
from the land that was once ours. We are still here and will
continue to be here.

Every person here today receiving their college degree
is an anomaly. You should all be proud of what you have
accomplished today. We are participating in institutions
that were built to keep us at bay; look at us now, becoming

West Nile Virus found in Denver
mosquito sample

DDPHE reminds residents to take precautions as mos-
quito season ramps up

The Denver Department of Public Health & Environment
(DDPHE), in collaboration with the Colorado Department of
Public Health and Environment (CDPHE), has detected West
Nile Virus in a Denver mosquito sample.

In the continental United States, West Nile Virus is the
most common mosquito-borne infection and circulates in
nature between birds and mosquitoes. West Nile Virus can
be transmitted anytime mosquitoes are active. In Colorado,
mosquitoes can be active as early as May through the first
hard freeze of the year, October or November.

Denver conducts routine testing of adult mosquitoes for
West Nile Virus from mid-June through mid-September. The
mosquito monitoring program involves weekly testing of mos-
quito traps from five locations across the city. Alongside virus
surveillance, DDPHE takes proactive measures to mitigate
mosquito populations by reducing breeding sites and applying
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larvicide to decrease larval mosquitoes in Denver.

While everyone is at risk of contracting West Nile Virus,
individuals over 50 years old or with weakened immune sys-
tems are at higher risk of developing serious illness. Common
symptoms include fever, extreme fatigue, headache, and
body aches. In some cases, symptoms may also include skin
rashes and swollen lymph nodes. These symptoms gener-
ally appear three to 14 days after being bitten by an infected
mosquito. While most infections are mild, severe cases can
lead to encephalitis (inflammation of the brain) or meningitis
(inflammation of the brain’s lining), which can cause loss of
vision, paralysis, coma, tremors, convulsions, and even death.

Anyone experiencing these symptoms should consult a
doctor and get tested. There is currently no treatment, cure,
or vaccine for West Nile Virus, but medical professionals can
provide supportive care to alleviate symptoms and aid recovery.
DDPHE encourages residents to remember the 4Ds to
avoid getting infected with the virus:

e  Defend - Use effective insect repellants when you
are outdoors. Repellants that contain DEET, picari-
din, IR3535, and oil of lemon eucalyptus provide
effective protection against mosquitoes. If you are
also wearing sunscreen, use the sunscreen first
followed by the insect repellant. Apply insect repel-
lant to your clothes in addition to any exposed skin.
Always follow the labels instructions when using
insect repellants.

e Dress - Wear closed-toe shoes, long sleeves, and
pants to cover as much exposed skin as possible.
Loose-fitting clothes are effective at preventing
mosquito bites.

¢ Drain - Drain any standing water around your
property at least once a week to eliminate mosquito
breeding grounds. Keep your yard clear of debris
that can hold water.

e  Dusk & Dawn - Mosquito activity typically peaks
at dusk and dawn. To reduce your exposure to mos-
quitoes, limit any outdoor activities at these times.
During the day, mosquitoes tend to linger around
cool and shaded areas.

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Africa

South Africa denies criminal gang
ties - South Africa Police Minister Senzo
Mchunu has denied allegations of having
ties to criminal gangs. He was accused by
KwaZulu-Natal police leader Nhlanhla
Mkhwanazi. Mchunu was also accused of
interfering with police investigations involv-
ing politically motivated murders. He has
denied all allegations.

Kenya protests leave two dead At
least two people were killed during anti-
government protests in Kenya. Police report-
edly opened fire during the demonstrations.
Kenyans were protesting to mark the 35th
anniversary of the Saba Saba protests. Last
month, 19 people were killed while thousands
of buildings were looted during nationwide
protests that honored those killed during2024
anti-tax protests.

Asia

Pakistan police arrest owners of pet
lion - Police in Pakistan arrested the owners
of a pet lion after the animal escaped in the
eastern city of Lahore. A woman and her two
children were attacked and injured by the
animal but are now in stable condition. It is
legal to own big cats in Pakistan, but the own-
ers of the lion did not have a license. Police
accused the owners of negligence leading to
the animal’s escape.

Ferry sinks off Indonesia island Six
people were killed when a boat carrying 53
passengers, and 12 crew members sank off
Indonesia’s tourist island of Bali. The inci-
dent occurred last Wednesday when the boat
was traveling to Bali from Banyuwangi on the
eastern coast of Java Island. Reports suggest
there may have been more passengers on
board than were listed, and officials are inves-
tigating the cause of the incident.

Europe

Paris river reopens after century
long ban - For the first time since 1923, the
River Seine in Paris has reopened to the pub-
lic for swimming. The River Seine features
three designated areas for public swimming,
including near the Eiffel Tower, close to Notre
Dame Cathedral, and one in eastern Paris.
Swimming was originally banned in the river

Tesco plans launch in Ireland Retailer
Tesco is planning to create 400 new jobs in
the Republic of Ireland by opening 10 stores
over the next year. Job positions include cus-
tomer assistant roles, grocery home delivery
drivers, and line managers. Ireland officials
described the opening of the stores as an
incredible boost for local towns and the Irish
economy.

Latin America

Mexican boxer arrested by ICE
Mexican boxer Julio Cesar Chavez Jr was
arrested by US immigration agents. He is set
to be deported to Mexico where he will face
for his involve-
ment in organized crime,” according to US
officials. Chavez recently fought Jake Paul
in a match in California. Chavez’s lawyers
denied that he is involved with criminal
gangs.

Ancient Peru city discovered
Archaeologists in Peru announced the discov-
ery of a 3,500-year-old city named Penico. The
city is believed to have served as a trading
hub for early Pacific coast communities and
people who lived in the Andes mountains and
Amazon basin. The city included 18 structures
like ceremonial temples and residential com-
plexes. Archaeologists see the discovery as a
key factor for understanding what happened
to the Carlan civilization after they were
impacted by climate change.

North America

Chicago shooting leaves four dead
Four people were killed in Chicago in a drive-
by shooting last week. The incident occurred
outside a Chicago nightclub. As of Monday,
police have yet to take anyone into custody.
Among the victims included two men, ages
24 and 25, and two women, aged 26 and 27
years old.

Idaho shooter admits to murder-
ing college students - Bryan Kohberger,
a 30-year-old man in Idaho, plead guilty to
murdering four roommates in an Idaho
college town. By admitting to the murders,
Kohberger avoided the death penalty. The
incident occurred in November 2022, and
he was indicted in May 2023. The victims
were Kaylee Goncalves, Ethan Chapin, Xana
Kernodle, and Madison Mogen.

Africa

Sudafrica niega vinculos con ban-
das criminales - El ministro de Policia
de Sudéfrica, Senzo Mchunu, ha negado
las acusaciones de tener vinculos con ban-
das criminales.

Asia

Policia de Pakistan arresta a los
dueiios de un leén como mascota - La
policia de Pakistan arrest6 a los duefios de
un ledn como mascota después de que el
animal escapara en la ciudad oriental de
Lahore. Una mujer y sus dos hijos fueron
atacados y heridos por el animal, pero ahora
se encuentran estables. En Pakistan es legal
tener grandes felinos, pero los duefios del
leén no tenian licencia. La policia acusé a
los duefios de negligencia, lo que provocé la
fuga del animal.

Barco se hunde frente a una isla
de Indonesia - Seis personas murieron
cuando un barco con 53 pasajeros y 12
tripulantes a bordo se hundid frente a la isla
turistica de Bali, en Indonesia. El incidente
ocurrié el miércoles pasado cuando el barco
viajaba a Bali desde Banyuwangi, en la costa
este de la isla de Java. Los informes sugieren
que podria haber més pasajeros a bordo de
los que se indicaban, y las autoridades estan
investigando la causa del incidente.

Europa

Rio de Paris reabre tras un siglo
de prohibicion - Por primera vez desde
1923, el rio Sena en Paris ha reabierto al

ptiblico para el bafio. El rio Sena cuenta con
tres zonas designadas para el bafio publico,
una cerca de la Torre Eiffel, otra cerca de
la Catedral de Notre Dame y una en el este
de Paris. Originalmente, el bafio en el rio
estaba prohibido debido a los niveles letales
de contaminacion del agua.

Tesco planea su lanzamiento en
Irlanda - La cadena de tiendas Tesco planea
crear 400 nuevos empleos en la Repiblica de
Irlanda con la apertura de 10 tiendas durante
el préximo afo. Los puestos incluyen asis-
tentes de atencién al cliente, conductores
de reparto de comestibles a domicilio y ger-
entes de linea. Las autoridades irlandesas
describieron la apertura de las tiendas como
un impulso increible para las localidades y la
economia irlandesa.

Latinoameérica

Boxeador mexicano arrestado por
ICE - El boxeador mexicano Julio César
Chavez Jr. fue arrestado por agentes de
inmigracién estadounidenses. Sera deporta-
do a México, donde enfrentara una orden
de arresto activa por su participacién en
el crimen organizado, seglin funcionarios
estadounidenses. Chévez peled reciente-
mente con Jake Paul en California. Sus abo-
gados negaron su participacién en bandas
criminales.

Descubrimiento de una antigua
ciudad en Perd - Arquedlogos en Perd
anunciaron el descubrimiento de una ciudad
de 3,500 afios de antigiiedad llamada Pefiico.
Se cree que la ciudad sirvi6 como centro
comercial para las primeras comunidades
de la costa del Pacifico y para los habitantes
de la cordillera de los Andes y la cuenca del
Amazonas. La ciudad inclufa 18 estructu-
ras, como templos ceremoniales y complejos
residenciales.

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Tejanos forget they are in the majority

I had a close friend that,
although he spoke only English,
referred to undocumented Mexicans
as “mojados.” 1 never asked him
where he got that word from,

. although I often wondered how a
“Texas” word got into his Colorado
vocabulary.

The translation of the word in

" 1 English, “Wetback,” did achieve a

David Conde measure of notoriety especially after
1954 when the Eisenhower admin-
istration conducted “Operation Wetback,” a short-lived
effort that used military tactics to remove undocumented
Mexicans from the United States. It was rather unsuccess-
ful because it had trouble distinguishing between Mexican
and American citizens.

The word was ingrained in our Texas culture because
it was a way of diferentiating a Mexican from a Mexican
American. We looked alike, enjoyed the same food, spoke
Spanish and few could converse in English.

Most knew the word but did not use it because of its
pejorative implication. I heard it employed in anger at
some non-citizens displaying arrogance or what is com-
monly referred to as “uppity” as they seem to feel superior
because they were here before the new arrivals.

At the same time, most in the migrant worker groups
and their home communities took their direction and
orientation from their employers, their contractors and
the leadership of the cities, towns and villages where they
worked or lived. We knew that Mexicans and Mexican
Americans were a second class not only because of eco-
nomic conditions, but also because since 1836 we were a
conquered people with agricultural attributes.

We lived separate lives but acquired the same sense
of history and values as the White community because
we generally attended the same schools. When war came,
we were the first to volunteer for the Marine Corps or be
drafted into the army and die in disproportionate numbers
in foreign killing fields.

Our Tejano way of life deeply respects the authority of
our political rulers as well as emulates many aspects of the
common attitude and economic life. Large in this view is a
variation on the notion of democracy.

“You lead and we will follow” was a preamble to our
relationship with the “majority” community that somehow
ruled our lives. Yet, a couple of years back, the Tex-Mex
community in fact became the demographic majority (40
percent to 39 percent) and growing, but it does not seem
to have sank in.

Every large city from Houston to El Paso has a Latino
majority with the exception of Austin and Dallas. Austin

has a 47 percent to 40 percent White majority and in Dallas
the communities are actually even at 39.9 percent to 39.9
percent.

One of the legacies of the Mexican colonial era was a
patronato system with vertical authority and trust. In other
words, hierarchical control flowed from top to bottom and
in return, those above had the responsibility of looking
after those below.

As a result of war and conquest, the patronato system
came into contact with American democratic horizontal
egalitarianism. This created many of stereotypes such as
laziness and docile endurance.

The Latino proven work ethic has since erased the
notion of laziness and the civil rights movements that of
docile endurance. Much of the progress, however, is being
masked by cultural assumptions created by some 200 years
of being on the margins.

The American South is generally Conservative and
Texas is no different. Yet this one area in that region repre-
sents a new vanguard at the heart of demographic change.

It is that reality that is causing so much anti-Latino
turmoil. Tejanos have the opportunity to walk the walk of
a majority.

Tenia un buen amigo que, aunque solo hablaba
inglés, se referia a los mexicanos indocumentados como
‘mojados”. Nunca le pregunté de dénde habia sacado esa
palabra, aunque a menudo me preguntaba cémo una pal-
abra “texana” habia llegado a su vocabulario de Colorado.

La traduccion de la palabra al inglés, “Wetback”,

alcanzé cierta notoriedad, especialmente después de
1954, cuando el gobierno de Eisenhower llevd a cabo la
“Operacién Wetback”, una iniciativa de corta duracién
que utilizd tacticas militares para expulsar a los mexi-
canos indocumentados de Estados Unidos. Fue bastante
infructuosa porque tenia dificultades para distinguir entre
ciudadanos mexicanos y estadounidenses.

La palabra estaba arraigada en nuestra cultura texana
porque era una forma de diferenciar a un mexicano de
un mexicoamericano. Nos pareciamos, disfrutabamos de
la misma comida, hablabamos espafiol y pocos podian
conversar en inglés.

La mayoria conocia la palabra, pero no la usaba
debido a su connotacién peyorativa. Oi que se usaba
como expresion de ira contra algunos extranjeros que
mostraban arrogancia o lo que cominmente se conoce
como “arrogancia”, ya que parecian sentirse superiores
por haber llegado antes que los recién llegados.

Al mismo tiempo, la mayoria de los grupos de traba-
jadores migrantes y sus comunidades de origen recibian la
direccion y orientacion de sus empleadores, contratistas y
lideres de las ciudades, pueblos y aldeas donde trabajaban
o vivian. Sabiamos que los mexicanos y los mexicoameri-
canos éramos de segunda clase no solo por las condiciones

&

econdmicas, sino también porque desde 1836 éramos un
pueblo conquistado con atributos agricolas.

Viviamos vidas separadas, pero adquirimos el
mismo sentido de la historia y los mismos valores que
la comunidad blanca porque generalmente asistiamos a
las mismas escuelas. Cuando llegé la guerra, fuimos los
primeros en alistarnos como voluntarios en la Infanteria
de Marina o en ser reclutados por el ejército y morir
en cantidades desproporcionadas en campos de batalla
extranjeros.

Nuestro estilo de vida tejano respeta profundamente
la autoridad de nuestros gobernantes politicos y emula
muchos aspectos de la actitud y la vida econémica
comunes. En esta perspectiva, una variacién importante
de la nocion de democracia es fundamental.

“Td lideras y nosotros te seguimos” fue el predm-
bulo de nuestra relacién con la comunidad “mayoritaria”
que, de alguna manera, gobernaba nuestras vidas. Sin
embargo, hace un par de afios, la comunidad Tex-Mex se
convirtié en la mayoria demografica (40 por ciento frente
a 39 por ciento) y sigue creciendo, pero no parece haberse
asimilado.

Todas las grandes ciudades, desde Houston hasta
El Paso, tienen una mayoria latina, con la excepcion de
Austin y Dallas. Austin tiene una mayoria blanca del 47 por
ciento frente al 40 por ciento, y en Dallas las comunidades
estan incluso igualadas, con un 39.9 por ciento frente al
39.9 por ciento.

Uno de los legados de la época colonial mexicana fue
un sistema de patronato con autoridad y confianza vertica-

les. En otras palabras, el control jerarquico fluia de arriba
abajo y, a cambio, los de arriba tenian la responsabilidad
de cuidar a los de abajo.

Como resultado de la guerra y la conquista, el sistema
de patronato entr6 en contacto con el igualitarismo
horizontal democratico estadounidense. Esto cre6 muchos
estereotipos como la pereza y la resistencia ddcil.

La probada ética de trabajo latina ha borrado desde
entonces la nocion de pereza, y los movimientos por los
derechos civiles, la de resistencia ddcil. Sin embargo, gran
parte del progreso se ve enmascarado por suposiciones
culturales creadas por casi 200 afios de marginacion.

El sur de Estados Unidos es generalmente conserva-
dor, y Texas no es la excepcion. Sin embargo, esta zona de
la region representa una nueva vanguardia en el corazén
del cambio demogréfico.

Es esa realidad la que estd causando tanta agitacién
antilatina. Los tejanos tienen la oportunidad de seguir el
ejemplo de la mayoria.

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Manitou, come for the climb, stay for the beauty

If the only thing you know about Manitou Springs,
Colorado, is its famous ‘Incline,’ give yourself a pat on the
back. But the Incline is only a slice of Manitou’s charm.

First, the world famous Manitou Incline. It is not for
casual hiker, by any stretch. Olympic athletes training
nearby use the Incline---owned and operated by the city of
Colorado Springs---to prepare for competition. From first
step to the last---2,744 in all---it rises approximately 2,000
feet at a 68% grade. Exhaustion is the price you'll pay.
Otherwise, it’s free! Of course, you'll need a reservation,
snacks and sunscreen are also a good idea. But don’t even
think about taking a pet. They're prohibited.

“I'try and do it once a year,” said Golden resident, Lisa
Baxter who checked off her Manitou pilgrimage just last
week. “But it does take some planning,” she said. While
the Incline opens at six each morning, without a reserva-
tion, it “gets filled up pretty quickly.” Baxter, an experi-
enced climber and hiker, says she can go from bottom to
top in “39 minutes.”

Without a reservation, Baxter said, a lot of climbers
use an alternate route that connects with the Incline. One
last thing she advises is to arrive early in order to get one
of the cash-only, $15 parking spots. There is also an “outer
parking lot” that is free.

If the Incline is, perhaps, too daunting, consider
‘Plan B, says Manitou Springs Public Information Officer,

Casandra Hessel. “We also have a lot of accessible trails,”
said the Colorado Springs native. “The views,” she prom-
ises, “are breathtaking.”

Manitou, ‘the Great Spirit,” and name given by Native
Americans to the region is blessed with minerals that
result from the snowpack that seeps into limestone. The
naturally occurring symbiosis creates a carbonated and
uniquely tasting water that centuries of people, from
indigenous to curious modern day tourists, believe holds
healing powers. It’s the gift that keeps on giving.

The town along with its waters made it an easy sell
for tourists in the late 19th century when General William
Palmer began its development. Palmer and businessman
Jerome B. Wheeler pitched it as ‘the place’ to come to get
well or, at least, better. Clean air, great water.

Today, tourism remains the economic lifeblood of
the town. Visitors casually stroll the sidewalks, stopping
periodically to sample any of the seven fountains, each
with its own signage explaining the water’s minerals and
unique taste.

Hundreds of thousands of tourists, from all fifty
states and numerous international countries, are drawn
to Manitou’s beauty.

The city, whose population holds steady at around
5,500, has something for everyone from the Broadmoor
Manitou and Pikes Peak Cog Railway to a birds-eye peek
into the past and its Native American history.

But tourism, while essential to the town’s economic
base, can also bring with it periodic congestion. Plan, plan
and plan.

Manitou Springs has its own schools and police and
fire departments. But El Paso County, said Hessel, is there
to lend a hand. “We work together,” she said. Otherwise,
the town’s “self-sustaining.”

The town and the county worked together when
2012’s Waldo Fire scorched acres of Colorado Springs and
threatened Manitou Springs, as well. The town survived
unscathed.

Justin Snyder and his wife co-own the town’s ver-
sion of ‘Cheers,’ a restaurant where everyone knows your
name.’ The Loft is “a breakfast-lunch spot...and we make
everything fresh every day,” he said.

While restaurant competition is significant in Manitou
Springs there are offerings for every taste. Pizza, beer and
burgers, sandwiches, vegetarian, upscale, Mexican and
traditional ‘Americana,’ are easy to find.

Snyder’s menu includes a ‘Lucy in the Sky’ and “Lucy
in the Sea’ bagels or signature blueberry cinnamon rolls.
You'll leave happy.

While summer traffic is always high volume, locals,
he said, keep his place and the others all around hum-
ming through the winter. Asked ‘what’s the secret?’ Snyder
sums it up simply. “This is a community.”

Manitou Springs, ven por la subida, quédate por la belleza

Si lo tinico que conoces de Manitou Springs, Colorado,
es su famosa “Pendiente”, date una palmadita en la
espalda. Pero la pendiente es solo una pequefia parte del
encanto de Manitou.

Primero, la mundialmente famosa Manitou Incline.
No es para senderistas ocasionales, ni mucho menos. Los
atletas olimpicos que entrenan en las cercanias usan la
Pendiente (propiedad de la ciudad de Colorado Springs,
que también la opera) para prepararse para la compe-
tencia. Desde el primer paso hasta el tltimo (2744 pies
en total), asciende aproximadamente 2000 pies con una
pendiente del 68 por ciento. El agotamiento es el precio
que pagaras. Si no, jes gratis! Por supuesto, necesitars
una reserva; también es recomendable llevar refrigerios y
protector solar. Pero ni se te ocurra llevar mascotas. Estan
prohibidas.

“Intento hacerlo una vez al afio”, dijo Lisa Baxter,
residente de Golden, quien completé su peregrinacion a
Manitou la semana pasada. “Pero requiere planificacién”,
anadio. Si bien el cuestra abre a las seis cada mafiana, sin
reserva, “se llena bastante rapido”. Baxter, una escaladora
y senderista experimentada, afirma que puede subir de
abajo a arriba en “39 minutos”.

Sin reserva, dijo Baxter, muchos escaladores usan
una ruta alternativa que conecta con la cuesta. Un tiltimo
consejo es llegar temprano para estacionar, lo caul cuesta
$15 y solo aceptan efectivo. También hay un estaciona-
miento exterior gratuito.

Si la cuesta es demasiado intimidante, considere el

“Plan B”, dice Casandra Hessel, Oficial de Informacion
Piblica de Manitou Springs. “También tenemos muchos
senderos accesibles”, dijo la nativa de Colorado Springs.
“Las vistas”, promete, “son impresionantes”.

Manitou, “el Gran Espiritu”, nombre dado por los nati-
vos americanos a la region, esta bendecido con minerales
provenientes de la capa de nieve que se filtra en la piedra
caliza. Esta simbiosis natural crea un agua carbonatada de
sabor Gnico que, durante siglos, personas desde indigenas
hasta turistas curiosos de hoy en dia, han creido que
posee poderes curativos. Es un regalo que perdura.

El pueblo, junto con sus aguas, se convirtié en un
atractivo turistico a finales del siglo XIX, cuando el general
William Palmer inicié su desarrollo. Palmer y el empre-
sario Jerome B. Wheeler lo promocionaron como el lugar
ideal para recuperarse o, al menos, mejorar. Aire limpio,
agua de primera.

Hoy en dia, el turismo sigue siendo el motor econémi-
co del pueblo. Los visitantes pasean tranquilamente por
las aceras, deteniéndose periddicamente para probar
cualquiera de las siete fuentes, cada una con su propia
sefalizacion que explica los minerales del agua y su sabor
tinico.

Cientos de miles de turistas, procedentes de los cin-
cuenta estados y de numerosos paises internacionales, se
sienten atraidos por la belleza de Manitou.

La ciudad, cuya poblacion se mantiene estable en
alrededor de 5.500 habitantes, tiene algo para todos, desde
el Broadmoor Manitou y Pikes Peak Cog Railway hasta
una mirada aérea al pasado y su historia de los nativos
americanos.

Pero el turismo, si bien es esencial para la economia
de la ciudad, también puede traer consigo congestiones
periddicas. Planificar, planificar y planificar.

Manitou Springs tiene sus propias escuelas, departa-
mentos de policia y bomberos. Pero el condado de El Paso,
dijo Hessel, estd ahi para ayudar. “Trabajamos juntos”,
dijo. Por lo demas, el pueblo es autosuficiente.

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Trumps ‘Big, Beautiful Bill’ is now law

new rules on food stamps and a 900-page roadmap of new
rules and regulations.

There is also a major tax cut for the top one percent
of income earners that the Congressional Budget Office
calculated will add as much as $3.5 billion to the national
debt and significantly more in years to come.

Colorado’s Congressional delegation voted along party
lines with all three Republicans voting with the President.
Republican Jeff Hurd who represents the state’s 3rd
Congressional District teased a ‘no’ vote’ saying that there
were parts of the new law that troubled him. But in the
end, he joined his colleagues.

Democrat Jason Crow, whose 6th Congressional
District includes Aurora, was blunt in his disdain for
the law. “This bill is a massive wealth transfer from the
working class to the rich,” he said. It will kick millions,
including hundreds of thousands in Colorado, off their
federal health care and, at the same time, take away food
assistance to an equal number, including children.

Because of new Medicaid and Medicare policies,
Democrats say it will also close scores of rural hospitals in
Colorado and across the country. One Nebraska hospital
has already announced plans to close as a result. The new
law, said the Congressional Budget Office, will strip nearly
12 million of health care insurance by 2034.

Senator Michael Bennet said the bill was “a massive
step in the wrong direction.” His Senate colleague, John
Hickenlooper, was more direct, calling it “pure lunacy.”

Colorado Governor Jared Polis said Trump’s legisla-
tion would soon become Colorado’s bill, as in encum-
brance. Polis said the state, already facing a billion-dollar
shortfall, would have to use its own funds---as much as

$200 million---to pay for changes in the Supplemental
Nutrition Assistance Program (SNAP). The state will also
have to consider how to pay $57 million to cover new
Medicaid work requirements.

The whole drama before the final vote played out
like an amateur hour telenovela. Alaska Senator Lisa
Murkowski teased a no vote before she wrangled huge
concessions for her state. Still, as she explained her
change of heart, said she hated the bill.

Another Republican, North Carolina’s Tom Tillis,
stood firm against Trump and his pet legislation. Basically,
he said, Trump lied. “It is inescapable that this bill, in its
current form, will betray the very promise that Donald J.
Trump made in the Oval Office or in the Cabinet Room
when I was there with [members of the Senate Finance
Committee ], where he said, we can go after waste, fraud
and abuse on any programs.”

But the voice of, perhaps, Colorado’s most revered
Latino political leader, former Denver Mayor and Cabinet
Secretary Federico Pena was blunt in his disdain for
Trump’s war on Latinos with the muscular and excessive
new funding for ICE. The bill, said Pena, “would add $100
billion to ICE in order to build more border walls,” while
adding 10,000 new ICE agents to the rolls. Denver’s first
Latino Mayor called it “the epitome of waste, fraud and
abuse.” Walls, he said have never worked and Mexico is
not paying for the wall “and never will.”

The money for constructing more wall along the
southern border, Pena said, will go straight into the
pockets of Trump’s “crony construction friends,” while
at the same time giving a green light to ICE agents who
have already demonstrated a “hostility and physical abuse
against Latino seniors, women and youngsters who are
only here to grow our economy.”

Pena said as proof, you can look at unbadged ICE
agents physically accosting and rousting Latinos. Videos
have shown ICE manhandling young and older Latinas,
wrestling older Latino landscapers to the ground and, in
one of the most dramatic videos, ICE agents chasing a
young farmworker through a strawberry field and detain-
ing him.

Latino leaders, along with others, have also called
out Trump’s touting of an Everglades prison surrounded
by alligator-filled ponds as a crowning achievement of
his immigration make-over. “Trump only applies the law
against innocent workers by trying to convince us that
they are all criminals. In effect, Trump protects the busi-
ness owners violating the law and arrests everyone else,”
said Pena.

Trump’s law calls for no federal income tax on tips
and overtime pay from 2025 to 2028. At that point, workers
benefitting from this inclusion will revert back to current
policy. But the CBO says that those in the top one percent
of income earners or corporations will have their tax cuts
made permanent.

The last days of June and early days of July have
provided a stark contrast in views of this new legislation.
As Democrats predicted that massive cuts to Medicaid will
hurt families and seniors, including hundreds of thou-
sands in assisted living. Republican talking points say the
cuts will actually make America economically stronger.

“If we reduce taxes on corporations, on hardwork-
ing Americans, on senior citizens,” said Tennessee
Republican Representative Chuck Fleischmann, “they will
go out and work harder.”

The only good thing about Trump’s ‘big, beautiful bill,’
say Democrats, is that it will boost them back into the
majority after the next election.

Virus del Nilo Occidental hallado
en una muestra de mosquito de
Denver
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helada fuerte del afio, en octubre o noviembre.

Denver realiza pruebas rutinarias del virus del Nilo
Occidental en mosquitos adultos desde mediados de junio
hasta mediados de septiembre. El programa de monitoreo de
mosquitos consiste en pruebas semanales de trampas para
mosquitos en cinco puntos de la ciudad. Adema4s de la vigilan-
cia del virus, el DDPHE toma medidas proactivas para mitigar
las poblaciones de mosquitos, reduciendo los criaderos y
aplicando larvicidas para disminuir las larvas de mosquitos
en Denver.

Si bien todos corren el riesgo de contraer el virus del Nilo
Occidental, las personas mayores de 50 afios o con sistemas
inmunitarios debilitados tienen un mayor riesgo de desarrol-
lar una enfermedad grave. Los sintomas comunes incluyen
fiebre, fatiga extrema, dolor de cabeza y dolores corporales.
En algunos casos, también pueden presentarse erupciones
cutdneas e inflamacion de los ganglios linféticos. Estos sin-
tomas suelen aparecer de tres a catorce dias después de la
picadura de un mosquito infectado. Si bien la mayoria de las
infecciones son leves, los casos graves pueden provocar ence-
falitis (inflamacién del cerebro) o meningitis (inflamacién
del revestimiento del cerebro), que pueden causar pérdida
de vision, pardlisis, coma, temblores, convulsiones e incluso
la muerte.

Cualquier persona que experimente estos sintomas debe
consultar a un médico y hacerse la prueba. Actualmente
no existe tratamiento, cura ni vacuna para el virus del Nilo
Occidental, pero los profesionales médicos pueden brindar
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nadie. Entre las victimas se encontraban dos hombres, de 24
y 25 afios, y dos mujeres, de 26 y 27 afios.

Tirador de Idaho admite haber asesinado a estu-
diantes universitarios - Bryan Kohberger, un hombre de
30 afos de Idaho, se declaré culpable del asesinato de cuatro
compafieros de piso en una ciudad universitaria de Idaho. Al
admitir los asesinatos, Kohberger evité la pena de muerte.
El incidente ocurrié en noviembre de 2022 y fue acusado en
mayo de 2023. Las victimas fueron Kaylee Goncalves, Ethan
Chapin, Xana Kernodle y Madison Mogen.

El DDPHE alienta a los residentes a recordar las
cuatro precauciones para evitar infectarse con el
virus:

e  Protéjase: Use repelentes de insectos eficaces
cuando esté al aire libre. Los repelentes con DEET,
picaridina, IR3535 y aceite de eucalipto limén ofre-
cen proteccion eficaz contra los mosquitos. Si tam-
bién usa protector solar, apliquelo primero y luego el
repelente de insectos. Aplique repelente de insectos
en la ropa y en la piel expuesta. Siga siempre las
instrucciones de la etiqueta al usar repelentes de
insectos.

e  Vestimenta: Use zapatos cerrados, mangas largas
y pantalones para cubrir la mayor cantidad de piel
expuesta posible. La ropa holgada es eficaz para
prevenir las picaduras de mosquitos.

¢  Drene el agua estancada alrededor de su propiedad
al menos una vez por semana para eliminar los
criaderos de mosquitos. Mantenga su jardin libre de
residuos que puedan acumular agua.

e  Atardecer y amanecer: La actividad de mosquitos
suele ser maxima al anochecer y al amanecer. Para
reducir la exposicién a los mosquitos, limite las
actividades al aire libre a estas horas. Durante el
dia, los mosquitos suelen rondar las zonas frescas
y sombreadas.

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El “Gran y Hermoso Proyecto de Ley” de Trump ya es ley
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normas sobre cupones de alimentos y una hoja de ruta de
900 paginas con nuevas normas y regulaciones. También
hay una importante reduccién de impuestos para el uno
por ciento de las personas con mayores ingresos que,
segtin célculos de la Oficina de Presupuesto del Congreso,
afiadira hasta 3.500 millones de dolares a la deuda nacio-
nal y mucho més en los préximos afios.

La delegacién del Congreso de Colorado voté en linea
con sus partidos, y los tres republicanos votaron con el
presidente. El republicano Jeff Hurd, representante del
tercer distrito legislativo del estado, insinué un voto
negativo, alegando que algunas partes de la nueva ley le
preocupaban. Pero finalmente, se unié a sus colegas.

El demécrata Jason Crow, cuyo sexto distrito legisla-
tivo incluye Aurora, fue contundente en su desdén por la
ley. “Este proyecto de ley supone una transferencia masiva
de riqueza de la clase trabajadora a los ricos,” declaro.
Dejard a millones de personas, incluyendo a cientos de
miles en Colorado, sin acceso a la atencion médica federal
y, al mismo tiempo, retirara la asistencia alimentaria a un
nimero igual, incluyendo nifios.

Debido a las nuevas politicas de Medicaid y Medicare,
los demécratas afirman que también cerrardn numerosos
hospitales rurales en Colorado y en todo el pais. Un hos-
pital de Nebraska ya anunci6 sus planes de cerrar como
resultado. La nueva ley, segin la Oficina de Presupuesto
del Congreso, dejard sin seguro médico a casi 12 millones
de personas para 2034.

El senador Michael Bennet calificé el proyecto de ley
como “un paso enorme en la direccion equivocada.” Su
colega en el Senado, John Hickenlooper, fue més directo,
calificindolo de “pura locura.”

El gobernador de Colorado, Jared Polis, afirmé que la
legislacién de Trump pronto se convertiria en el proyecto
de ley de Colorado, es decir, en una carga. Polis afiadié
que el estado, que ya enfrenta un déficit de mil millones
de ddlares, tendria que usar sus propios fondos (hasta
200 millones de délares) para financiar los cambios en
el Programa de Asistencia Nutricional Suplementaria
(SNAP). El estado también tendrd que considerar cémo
financiar los 57 millones de ddlares necesarios para cubrir
los nuevos requisitos laborales de Medicaid.

Todo el drama previo a la votacion final se desar-
rollé como una telenovela de aficionados. La senadora de
Alaska, Lisa Murkowski, insinu6é un voto negativo antes
de conseguir grandes concesiones para su estado. Aun
asf, al explicar su cambio de opinidn, dijo que detestaba
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el proyecto de ley.

Otro republicano, Tom Tillis, de Carolina del Norte, se
mantuvo firme contra Trump y su legislacién predilecta.
En esencia, dijo, Trump minti6. “Es inevitable que este
proyecto de ley, en su forma actual, traicione la promesa
que Donald J. Trump hizo en la Oficina Oval o en la Sala
del Gabinete cuando estuve alli con [miembros del Comité
de Finanzas del Senado], donde dijo: podemos perseguir

el despilfarro, el fraude y el abuso en cualquier programa.”

Pero la voz de, quizas el lider politico latino mads
venerado de Colorado, el exalcalde de Denver y secretario
de gabinete Federico Pefia, fue contundente en su desdén
por la guerra de Trump contra los latinos con la nueva
financiacion, robusta y excesiva, para el ICE. El proyecto
de ley, dijo Pefa, “afadiria 100 mil millones de délares
al ICE para construir mas muros fronterizos,” a la vez
que afadiria 10,000 nuevos agentes del ICE a sus filas.
El primer alcalde latino de Denver lo calificé como “el
epitome del despilfarro, el fraude y el abuso.” Los muros,
afirmé, nunca han funcionado y México no est4 financi-
ando el muro “y nunca lo hara.”

El dinero para construir mas muros a lo largo de la
frontera sur, afirmo Pefa, ira directamente a los bolsil-
los de los “amigos de la construccién” de Trump, a la
vez que da luz verde a los agentes de ICE que ya han
demostrado “hostilidad y abuso fisico contra personas
mayores, mujeres y jovenes latinos que solo estan aqui
para impulsar nuestra economia.”

Pefia afiadi6 que, como prueba, se puede ver a
agentes de ICE sin placas
acosando y hostigando
fisicamente a latinos.
Videos han mostrado al
ICE maltratando a latinas
jévenes y mayores, derrib-
ando a paisajistas latinos
mayores y, en uno de los
videos mas dramaticos, a
agentes de ICE persiguien-
do a un joven trabajador
agricola por un campo de
fresas y deteniéndolo.

Lideres latinos, entre
otros, también han criti-
cado la promocién de
Trump de una prisién en
los Everglades rodeada
de estanques llenos de
caimanes como el mayor

logro de su reforma migratoria. “Trump solo aplica la ley
contra trabajadores inocentes al intentar convencernos
de que todos son delincuentes. En efecto, Trump protege
a los empresarios que violan la ley y arresta a todos los
demads,” dijo Pefa.

La ley de Trump exige la exencién del impuesto fed-
eral sobre la renta sobre las propinas y el pago de horas
extras de 2025 a 2028. En ese momento, los trabajadores
que se beneficien de esta inclusion volveran a la politica
actual. Sin embargo, la Oficina de Presupuesto del
Congreso (CBO) afirma que quienes se encuentren en
el uno por ciento superior de las personas con ingresos
0 corporaciones veran sus recortes de impuestos perma-
nentes.

Los ultimos dias de junio y los primeros de julio han
mostrado un marcado contraste en las opiniones sobre
esta nueva legislacion. Los demécratas predijeron que los
recortes masivos a Medicaid perjudicardn a las familias
y a las personas mayores, incluyendo a cientos de miles
en residencias asistidas. Los republicanos argumentan
que los recortes, en realidad, fortaleceran la economia de
Estados Unidos.

“Si reducimos los impuestos a las corporaciones, a los
estadounidenses trabajadores, a las personas mayores,”
dijo el representante republicano por Tennessee Chuck
Fleischmann, “saldran a trabajar mas duro.”

Lo tnico bueno del “gran y hermoso proyecto de ley”
de Trump, dicen los demdcratas, es que les permitira
recuperar la mayoria después de las proximas elecciones.
